FESTA DELLA SALUTE 

Every November 21, Venice celebrates 

the Festa della Salute. It is a cherished 

tradition honoring the city’s deliverance 

from the plague in 1630. This festival 

pays tribute to the Virgin Mary, who is 

believed to have protected the people. 

The highlight is a precession across the 

wooden bridge, Ponte della Salute, 

leading to the Basilica di Santa Maria 

della Salute. Venetians light candles and 

offer prayers for health and protection. 

Delicious treats, like “frittelle” (sweet 

pastries) are enjoyed. It is a festive 

occasion filled with community spirit, 

hope and gratitude as Venice honors its 

resilience.
